Tiirk-Tslam kiiltiiriinde Islam Peygamberi Hz. Muhammed (as)’a olan sevgi
ve hiirmet hayatin bir¢ok alanina yansimistir. O’nun ismi anildiginda ellerin
kalbe gitmesi, dillerin salavat getirmesi, musafaha esnasinda salavat getirilmesi,
kiglanin Peygamber Ocagy, askerin Mehmedcik olarak amlmasi, Muhammed
ve Mehmed isminin yaygin olarak kullamlmas: gibi 6rnekler bunun ispatidir.
Tiirk-Islam geleneginde Peygambere olan sevgi ve hiirmetin en 6nemli goster-
gelerinden biri de merhum Stleyman Celebi tarafindan kaleme alian ve halk
arasinda “mevlid” olarak tesmiye edilen “Vesileti’n-Necdt” isimli eserin insanlar
nezdinde edindigi mertebedir. Hz. Muhammed (as) i¢in kaleme alinmis olan
bu eser Islam toplumlarinda ve 6zellikle Anadolu ve Balkan Miisliimanlar:
tizerinde o denli tesirler birakmugtir ki bu metne kutsiyet atfedilir olmugtur.
Nitekim dogum, 6liim, diigiin, sinnet, evlenme, asker ugurlama gibi hayatin
6nemli anlarinda “mevlid” merasim esliginde okutulagelmistir. Osmanh Dev-
leti’nin ilk déneminde kaleme alinan “mevlid” insanlar tarafindan hiisn-1 kabul
gormis, devletin en 6nemli kurumlarindan biri olan vakiflara konu edilerek
yayginlagmistir. Insanlar kurmus olduklar vakiflar vesilesiyle mithim gtinlerde
mevlid-1 serif okutulmasimi ve bu vesileyle de meclisler kurulmasimi istemisler-
dir. Bu ¢alisgmada, Osmanh déneminde Rumeli cografyasinda kurulmus olan
para vakiflarinin kurulug belgelerinde mevlid-i gerif okutulmasina dair ibareler

incelenerek, bu uygulamanin sosyal boyutlar: analiz edilecektir.
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Abstract

In Turkish-Islamic culture, the love and reverence for the Prophet Muhammad
(pbuh) is reflected in many areas of life. Examples such as hands going to the
heart when his name is mentioned, tongues bringing salavat, bringing salavat
during greetings, the barracks being called the Prophet’s Forge, the soldier be-
ing called Mehmedcik, and the widespread use of the names Muhammad and
Mehmed are proof of this. One of the most important indicators of the love
and reverence for the Prophet in the Turkish-Islamic tradition is the rank that
the work “Vesiletii’n-Necdt”, written by the late Silleyman Celebi and popularly
known as “mevlid”, has gained in the eyes of people. This work, which was
written for the Prophet Muhammad (pbuh), has had such an impact on Islamic
societies, and especially on Anatolian and Balkan Muslims, that it has become
a sacred text. As a matter of fact, “mevlid” has been recited in important mo-
ments of life such as birth, death, wedding, circumcision, marriage, and soldier
farewell. The “mevlid” written in the first period of the Ottoman Empire was
well accepted by the people and became widespread by being the subject of
wagqfs, one of the most important institutions of the state. Through the waqfs
they established, people requested that mevlid-i sharif be recited on important
days and that assemblies be established on this occasion. In this study, the so-
cial dimensions of this practice will be analyzed by examining the statements
regarding the reading of mevlid-i sharif in the waqfiyyas of the cash waqfs

established in Rumelia during the Ottoman period.
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
