Ozet

Mevlid edebiyatinin gelismesinde Siilleyman Celebi’nin (6. 825 1421-2?) 6lim-
stz eseri Vesileti’n-Necdt'n yeri ¢cok buytktir. Yizyillardir cok farkh ortamlarda
mubhtelif sebeplerle okunan bu 6liimsiiz eser, diger buitiin mevlid yazarlarinin
ulagmak istedikler1 bir zirve olarak mevlid edebiyatimizin itici giicii olmusgtur.
Zaman ve mekan mefthumlarim asmis bir eser olan Vesiletii’n-Necdt, zamanla
takipcilerini yetigtirmis, daha kendi ¢agindan baslamak tizere hemen her asirda
Osmanh cografyasinin pek ¢ok bolgesinde yeni yeni mevlidlerin yazilmasina
6nayak olmustur. Bunlarm pek ¢ogunda sadece muhteva degil sekil bakimimdan
da Siileyman Celebi 6rnek alinmig, mevlid sairleri onu gegebilmeyi, hi¢ olmaz-
sa yakalamay1 hedef ittthaz etmiglerdir. Ancak Ahmedi, Hamdullah Hamdi,
Lamii gibi taninmug olanlar da dahil olmak tzere hicbir mevlid sairi, Siileyman
Celebi’nin eserinin Tirk insanmnin gonlinde kurdugu tahti sarsamamugtir.
Zaman zaman baz dar bolgelerde Tesileti’n-Necdt yerine veya onunla beraber
bagka mevlidler de okunmugsa da bunlar kalict olamamig hem mekan hem de
zaman bakiminda oldukea siirh kalmiglardir. Bu makalede, Ttirk edebiyatinda
bugtine kadar varhig tespit edilebilen mevlid sahibi sairler ve eserleri yiizyillara
gore tanmtildiktan sonra Vesileti’n-Necdt’a nazire olarak yazilan mevlidler iizerine

bir degerlendirme yapilacaktir.
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Abstract
The place of Vesileti’n-Necdt, the immortal work of Siileyman Celebi (d. 825

1421-2?), 1s very important in the development of mevlid literature. This
immortal work, which has been read for various reasons in many different
environments for centuries, has been the driving force of our mevlid literature
as a peak that all other mevlid writers want to reach. Vesileti’n-Necat, a work
that has transcended the notions of time and space, has guided its followers
over time, and has initiated the writing of new mevlids in many regions of
the Ottoman geography in almost every century, starting from its own age. In
many of these, Siileyman Celebi was taken as an example not only in content
but also in form, and the mevlid poets at least to catch him up. However, no
mevlid poet, including well-known ones such as Ahmedi, Hamdullah Ham-
di, Lamii, could shake the throne that Stileyman Celebi’s work established in
the hearts of Turkish people. Although other mevlids were recited in place
of or together with Tesiletii’n-Necdt in regions from time to time, these were
not permanent, they were very limited in terms of both space and time. This
article, after introducing the mevlids and their poets whose existence have been
identified in Turkish literature so far according to their centuries, will analyse
those modelled after Vesileti’n-Necdt.
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
