Vesileti’n-Necdt, Stileyman
Celebi tarafindan belli bir zaman diliminde ve belli bir mekanda, belli bir ihti-
yaca binaen, belli bir anlam-deger-inang dtizeni yahut zihniyet ve medeniyet
temelinde, belli bir dil, soylem ve tslupla nazma ¢ekilmis olup o giinden bugt-
ne sadece yazildig: dilde ve cografyada degil, tercime ve/veya tanzir edildigi
cesith diller ile farkli cografya, zihin ve goniillerde hep yankilanan énemli bir
metin olagelmistir. Hakikat-1 Muhammediyye/Nuar-1 Muhammedi ve insan-1
kamil telakkileri kadim kultiir ve felsefelere dayandigindan Vesiletii’n-Necdt'1in
muhtevast felsefi nitelik tagir. Bu yazida, tarih boyunca felsefi 6gretilerin genis
kitleler, hele de avam nezdinde taninirlik, bilinirlik, benimsenirlik ve tekrarla-
nirlik yontinden cok simnirli kahgina kargilik, igaret edilen felsefi muhtevasiyla
Vesileti’n-Necdt 1 tam tersi bir konum ve durumda bulunusunun neyle ne nasil

agiklanabilecegi irdelenmektedir.
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Abstract

As a phenomenon required by human nature, no lofty value can reflect and
live in human and social life without being part of the culture. Vesileti’n-Ne-
cat was versed in a certain language, discourse and style by Stileyman Celeb1
at a certain time and in a certain place, based on a certain need, on the basis
of a certain meaning-value-belief order or mentality and civilization. It has
always been an important text that resonates not only in the language and
geography in which it was written, but also in the various languages in which
it was translated and/or in different geographies, minds and hearts. Since
the conceptions of the al-Haqiqat al-Muhammadiyya/Nutr-1 Muhammadi
and the perfect human being are based on ancient cultures and philosophies,
the content of Vesiletii'n-Necat has a philosophical nature. Despite the fact
that philosophical teachings have been very limited in terms of recognition,
awareness, acceptance and repetition among large masses throughout history;,
this paper examines how Vesileti’'n-Necat is in a completely opposite position

with the above-mentioned philosophical content.
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
