Turk mesnevi edebiyat: icerisinde mevlid tiird eserlerin 6nemli bir yeri vardir.
Miisliman Tirk halki Kur’an’dan sonra en fazla ragbet ettigi mevlid kitapla-
riyla Hz. Muhammed’e olan derin sevgisini tiim ictenligiyle ortaya koymusgtur.
15. ylzyilldan baglayarak her devirde kaleme alinmig olan mevlid mesnevileri
ayni zamanda Musliman Ttrk halkinin génlindeki Peygamber sevgisinin de
tercimani olmustur. Tirk edebiyatinda 15. yiizyihn ilk yillarinda baglayan
mevlid yazma geleneginin 16. ytzyildaki temsilcilerinden biri de Lamii Cele-
brdir. 1472-1532 yillar arasinda Bursa’da yasamig ve hayatini yazmaya adamig
olan Lamii Celebi, Tirk edebiyatinin verimli sahsiyetlerinden biridir. Sayica
oldugu kadar sekil ve tiir bakimindan da ¢ok ¢esitli eserler veren Lamii Gelebi,
ozellikle Tran sairi Abdurrahman CAmi’den terciime ettigi eserler dolayisiyla
zamanla “Cami-1 RGm” unvaniyla anilir olmustur. Ardinda farkl tirlerde telif
ve tercime cok sayida eser birakmig olan Lamii Celebi’'nin telif ettigi eserler-
den biri de mevlid tiriinde kaleme aldigi mesnevisi, Mevlidi'r-Restl’diir. Bu
calismada mevlid yazma gelenegi icerisinde muhtevast bakimmdan farkh ve

orijinal yoniyle dikkat ¢eken Lamil Celebi’nin Mevlidii’r-Restl’ti tanitilmistir.
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Abstract

Mevlid works have an important place in Turkish masnavi literature. The Mus-
lim Turkish people sincerely revealed their deep love for the Prophet with the
mevlid books that they most respected after the Qur’an. Mevlid masnavis, writ-
ten in every period starting from the 15th century, has also been the interpreter
of the love of the Prophet in the hearts of the Muslim Turkish people. One of
the representatives of the tradition of writing mevlids, which started in the first
years of the 15th century in Turkish literature, in the 16th century is Lamii Cel-
ebi. Lamii Celebi, who lived in Bursa between 1472-1532 and devoted his life
to writing, is one of the productive figures of Turkish literature. Lamii Celebi,
who produced a wide variety of works in terms of form and genre as well as in
number, became known with the title of “Cami-i Rum” in time, mainly because
of the works he translated from the Iranian poet Abdurrahman Cami. One of
the works written by Lamii Celebi, who has left behind many different types
of copyright and translation works, is his masnavi, Mevlidi'r-Resul, which he
wrote in the mevlid kind. In this study, Lamii Celebi’s Mevlidi’r-Resul, which
draws attention with its different and original aspect in terms of its content

within the tradition of writing mevlid, is introduced.
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
