Dini-Tasavvufi Turk edebiyatinda Ehl-1 Beyt sevgisi, tizerinde 6nemle durulan
temel konulardan biridir. Bu konu etrafinda Ehl-1 Beyt sevgisi ile farkli edebi
turlerde eser kaleme alinmgtir. Bu edebi tirlerden biri de mevlid manzumele-
ridir. Mevlid daha ¢ok Hz. Muhammed’le anilan, onun dogumu igin yazilan
bir edebi tirdur. Tirk edebiyatinda ilk Tiirkge mevlid bilindigi tizere Siileyman
Celebi’nin yazdig1 Vesiletii'n-Necdt adli mevliddir. Sileyman Celebi’den sonra
yillar i¢cinde Hz. Muhammed i¢in bir¢ok mevlid yazilmakla birlikte, zaman-
la Ehl-i Beyt sevgisi ile Hz. Ali, Hz. Fatima, Hz. Hasan ve Hz. Hiiseyin igin
de mevlid manzumeleri kaleme alinmigtir. Bu mevlidlerden biri de Mehmed
Semseddin Ulusoy’un Mesar-1 Semsi adli eseridir. Eserin icerisinde Hz. Mu-
hammed’e yazilan mevlid diginda Ehl-1 Beyt'ten olan Hz. Ali, Hz. Fatima, Hz.
Hasan ve Hz. Huseyin i¢in yazilmig mevlidler de yer almaktadir. Mesar-1 Semsi
adli mevlidde yer alan en dikkat ¢ceken konu Mehmet Semseddin Ulusoy’un
Ehl-1 Beyt sevgisidir.
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Abstract

The love of Ahl al-Beyt is one of the significant and basic topics that were
included in religious and sufistic sphere of Turkish literature. There are numer-
ous pieces of literary work that are about the love of Ahl al-Beyt, and one of
such genres is referred to as mevlid which is written in verse. Mevlids are poems
mostly about the Prophet Muhammad and his birth. The first Turkish mevlid
in Turkish literature was written by Stleyman Celebi, it was called “Vesiletii’n-
Necdt” that literally means the cause of salvation. After Silleyman Celebi, many
mevlids were written about the Prophet Muhammad, yet day by day the love
of Ahl al-Beyt, so to say, their holiness Ali, Fatima, Hasan, and Hiiseyin were
also included in mevlids. One of such mevlids is The Mesar of Shamsi of
Mehmed Shams al-Din Ulusoy. There are poems written for Ahl al-Beyt, their
holiness Ali, Fatima, Hasan, and Hiiseyin in addition to the mevlid written for
the Prophet Muhammad. The high point of his work is his love of Ahl al-Beyt.
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
