Upon learning that the Albanian group from Rumelia had come to some places around
Davutpasa and that some suspects from Istanbul had gone and hid there, the Davutpaga
master and the head gardener were informed to give orders to the Davutpasa master
and the head gardener agha to pay attention to them and freak out them ... 87

It was seen that unemployed, thieves and gamblers came to Istanbul from towns and
villages in the Rumelian and Anatolian provinces, as well as from the Mediterranean
and Black Sea coasts and islands, and stayed in soup kitchens, hospitals and bathhouses;
to inform the janissary agha (a note which has a cross mark on) and the ¢avugbasi (head
pursuivant) to inform him that necessary action should be taken to catch such people
and send them to their hometowns and that those who do not comply with the order
will be punished, and to the customs chief to send those who arrived from the aga gate
and pasha gate to the gavugbag1 agha 88

Since they will set forth on in spring, the governors, sanjak and regiment lords, zeamets
(large fiefs) and timar owners in Anatolia, Rumelia and other provinces should return
from the expedition on leave and make preparations for the expedition when they arrive

Mahmud g6¢ meselesiyle yakindan ilgilenmig ve sehirde sik sik
denetimlerde bulunmugtur. Ayrica bu bagibos kisilerin salgin
hastalik tagiyabilecekleri hususu da soz konusu oldugundan
sehre girig ¢ikiglar kontrol altina alinmaya ¢ahigilmigsa da de-
netimsiz goce engel olunamamigstir. Her seye ragmen Sultan 1.
Mahmud zamaninda Istanbul’un asayisinden sorumlu bagta
yeniceri agast ile Istanbul ve Bilada Selase kadilar1 olmak
lizere cebecibagtya ve bostancibagiya emirler gonderilerek g6¢

meselesinin 6niine gecilmeye caligimigtir.

Mecmuada ayrica “Kavanin” baghg altinda saraym gikar
gorevlilerinden olan ¢akirci, sahinci gibi avcilardan bir kis-
mina ve has bahce emektarlarina sipahilik, miiteferrikalik,

cavugluk bedeli verilmesi; her yil Nevruzda Has ahir, Vefa



ve Sadirvan ahirlarindaki emektarlardan on ikisine ve hassa
saraglarina 14’er akge, sakirtlerine ise 12°ser akge verilmesi
de emredilmektedir. Aym gekilde mecmuada sipah ve silahdar
serdengectilerinin yevmiyelerine dair emirler de bulunmakta-
dir. Mecmuadaki emirlerden bir kismu, bayram giinlerinde Is-
tanbul’un asayigi bakimindan meyhanelerin kapali tutulmasi,
ramazan ayinda bazi kisilerin geng oglanlarla birlikte olmala-
rinin engellenmesi, teravih namazi sonrasinda asg1 dikkanlar

disindaki ticarethanelerin kapali tutulmas: hakkindadir.

Her dénemde Istanbul’un iasesi en énemli mesele oldugun-
dan bazi emirlerde buraya hububat getiren gemilerin hemen
dénmeleri; Anadolu’dan koyun getiren tiiccara zulmedilme-
mesi, yine Anadolu’dan gelen Karaman koyunlarinin sadece
ceyrekel denilen gezici kasaplara satilmast, ancak bunlarin da
kasaplara dagitilmak tizere Rumeli’den gelen kivircik koyun-

larma talip olmamalari istenmektedir.

Diger emirlerin konulari ise 6zetle sdyledir: Selanik korfezin-
den arpa naklinin usuliine uygun yapilmasi; top senliginin
Kursunlu Mahzen 6ntinde ve Kiz Kulesi’'nde icra edilmesi;
her yil Misir hasilatinin Kartal’a gelmesi ve buradan ugurma
gemileri ve iki adet cektirme/cektiri gemisiyle Istanbul’a
nakli; yine her sene Mekke ve Medine’ye génderilen surrenin
Uskiidar’a ugurma ve bir adet cektiri ile nakli; Hali¢’e ikiger
yelken ile kayik, cekeleve, sayka ve diger gemilerin girmesinin
yasaklanmasi; kayik¢r esnafinin magdur olmamas: icin kayit
dist kayik isgletilmesinin 6ntine gegilmesi; musliman kabirleri-
nin dstiindeki otlarin orada gémiili kisiler i¢in tespih edecegi
inancina istinaden mezarhklarin otlak olarak kullanilmama-
sina dair de emirler ¢ikarilmigtir. Bir bagka ilging emirde
takdir-i ilahi olan veba salgininin def’i icin Ahkaf suresinin
etkili oldugu bilindiginden Istanbul cami ve mescitlerinde bu

surenin okunmasi istenmektedir.






Abstract

Between 1718 and 1730, known as the Tulip Era in the Ot-
toman Empire, a door opened to the west and brought the
lifestyle of that world with it. The revolution of thought that
started in many areas, particularly in architecture, and espe-
cially in social life, left its mark on daily life. Although the
Western-style mansions in Kagithane were destroyed during
the revolution led by Patrona Halil, the change in lifestyle

continued later.

It is noteworthy that in the magazine we are working on, or-
ders and prohibitions are mostly issued regarding this issue.
The orders, most of which were issued during the reign of
Sultan Mahmud I, state, in summary and meaning, that coach
cars with internal curtains and windows for women to ride in
Istanbul should be used according to the determined order;
women, especially young girls, in bazaars and markets; pre-
venting them from walking around the squares of Siileymani-
ye, Fatih, Beyazit and S$ehzadebagsi mosques with their faces
uncovered on I'ridays; if they must go out, they should dress
modestly and wear their large abayas and return home imme-
diately after completing their work; the sultans were asked not
to be outside on Fridays and on short-term excursions with
horses and boats, called riding, Likewise, when spring comes,

women are prevented from dressing up on picnics and riding



on swings and toys with their faces uncovered, mixed with
men; women are ordered not to leave their homes during the
holidays, and boatmen are ordered not to take anyone from
the nisa group into their boats during the holidays. Again, on
holidays, women use cradles, swings, etc. in places such as
Sultanahmet, Hagia Sophia, and Cindi Square. There are
orders issued to the certified authorities to prevent them from

riding such toys.

The second majority of the orders in the magazine is about
the uncontrolled migrations from Rumelia and Anatolia to
Istanbul. Immigration, which has increased rapidly since the
end of the XVI. century, filled the city and its suburbs and
became a problem that had to be solved. Although orders
were issued from time to time to prevent these migrations,
they could not be stopped. These unemployed people who
came to Istanbul were not only disrupting the public order of
the city, they were also showing what potential danger they
posed by participating in the riots. Sultan Mahmud I, who as-
cended to the throne as a result of a rebellion, was aware that
most of those involved in the 1730 Patrona Rebellion were
immigrants in Istanbul. Due to the rebellion attempts made
several times later, Sultan Mahmud was closely interested in
the immigration issue and made frequent inspections in the
city. In addition, since these stray people could carry epidemic
diseases, attempts were made to control entry and exit to the
city, but uncontrolled migration could not be prevented. De-
spite everything, during the reign of Sultan Mahmud I, an at-
tempt was made to prevent the immigration issue by sending
orders to the head of armorer and head-gardener, who were
responsible for the public order in Istanbul, especially the
janissary agha and the judges of Istanbul and Bilad-1 Selase.

Also in the magazine, under the title of “Kavanin”, some of
the hunters of the palace, such as cakirci (cakir falcon) and

falconers, and has bahce emektarlar (private garden veterans)



were given the rank of sipahilik (cavalrymen), muteferrikalik
(muteferrika) and ¢avugluk (sergeant); every year on Nevruz, it
is ordered to give 14 silver coins each to twelve of the veterans
and hassa saddlers in the Has stable, Vefa and Sadirvan sta-
bles, and 12 silver coins each to their students. Likewise, there
are also orders in the magazine regarding the daily wages of
sipah and armourer bouncers. Some of the orders in the mag-
azine are about keeping taverns closed during Fid days for
the sake of public order in Istanbul, preventing some people
from being with young boys during Ramadan, and keeping
commercial establishments closed after tarawih prayers ex-

cept cook shops.

Since the provision of Istanbul was the most important issue
in every period, some orders stated that the ships bringing
grain here should return immediately; it is requested that the
merchants who bring sheep from Anatolia not be oppressed,
that the Karaman sheep coming from Anatolia should be sold
only to traveling butchers called ¢eyrekci (quarterer), but that
they should not be interested in the curly sheep coming from
Rumelia to be distributed to the butchers.

The subjects of the other orders are briefly as follows: The
transportation of barley from the Gulf of Thessaloniki should
be carried out in accordance with the procedure; performing
the ball festival in front of Kursunlu Mahzen and Maiden’s
Tower; Egypt revenue comes to Kartal every year and is trans-
ported from there to Istanbul by ucurma gemileri (flyboats)
and two ¢ektirme/ ¢ektiri (ship); the surra, which is also sent to
Mecca and Medina every year, is transported to Uskiidar by
ucurma and using a ¢ektiri; prohibiting the entry of two sails
and a boat, ¢ekeleve (chekeleve), sayka and other ships into
the Golden Horn; preventing the operation of unregistered
boats so that boatmen are not victimized; orders were also
issued not to use cemeteries as pastures, based on the belief

that the grass on Muslim graves would be a blessing for those



buried there. In another interesting order, since it is known
that the Surah Ahqaf is effective in fighting off the plague
epidemic, which is divinely ordained, this sura is requested to

be read as a prayer in the mosques and masjids of Istanbul.



Onsb’z

Osmanl déneminde gehir hayatiyla ilgili gerek padigahlar ge-
rekse yetkili idareciler tarafindan zaman zaman emirler ve ya-
saklar gikarilmigtir. Bu resmi evrakin bulundugu yer Osmanh
arsivleridir. Ancak bazi kisiler tarafindan bu tiir belgelerin bir
yerde toplandig1 da olmustur. Burada sunulan ¢aligma Sultan
I. Mahmud ve halefi III. Osman déneminde ¢ikarilmis bazi
emirleri toplayan mecmua gériiniminde bir derlemedir. Ni-
tekim kiitiphane kataloguna “Emirname Mecmuasi” olarak
kaydedilmigtir. Ancak daha sonra Tirkiye Yazmalar Kuru-
mu’nca Mingeat1 Tirki olarak tesmiye edilmistir. Ancak bu
isimlendirmeler muhtevay: tam olarak yansitmadigindan biz
cahgmamzin adim “Istanbul’un Asayigine ve Tagraya Dair

Yazili Emirler” seklinde koymayi uygun gordiik.

Gercekten eserde agirlikh olarak Istanbul’un asayigine dair
emirlerin yer aldigr goriilmektedir. Ancak yer yer tasraya dair
emirlerin de bulunmas: gozlerden kagmamaktadir. Fetih son-
rasinda gehrin imar ve iskanina yonelik yapilan uygulamalar
sonucunda daha bir asra bile varmadan Istanbul’da bir niifus
patlamasi olmugtur. Bu defa da niifusun azaltilmasina yonelik

tedbirler ahnmaya c¢alisimigtir.

Bu arada kozmopolit bir niifus yapisina sahip bu metropole
yapilan dizensiz go¢ XVI. yiizyilda ve 6zellikle bir asir sonra
bagsta Katib Celebi olmak tizere birgok tarih¢i tarafindan dile

getirilmig, fakat 6nlenememistir. Gerek Balkanlardan gerekse



Anadolu’dan ciftini ¢ubugunu terk eden issiz glicsiiz kisiler
basta Istanbul olmak iizere biiytk sehirleri doldurdugu bilin-
mektedir. Mecmuamizda bu issiz guigstiz kigilerin gelisigizel
sehre girmelerinin engellenmesine dair ¢ok miktarda emirler
bulunmasi gozlerden kagcmamaktadir. Zira Sultan I. Mah-
mud, III. Ahmed’i tahtindan eden ve kendisine taht yolunu
agan Patrona Halil Eyam’m yapanlarin bu igsiz gigsiiz kigiler

oldugunun farkindaydh.
Lale Devri diye adlandirilan 1718-1730 yillar1 arasinda bag-

layan ve sonrasinda devam eden alafranga hayat tarzi Istan-
bul’da 6zellikle kadinlar arasinda yayilma trendine girmistir.
Uzerinde ¢aligtigimiz mecmuada en ¢ok kadinlarla ilgili emir
ve yasaklarin yer almasi dikkati cekmektedir. Ezctimle Cuma
ve bayram giinlerinde digar1 ¢ikmamalarina, besik, salincak
ve benzeri oyuncaklara uygunsuz bir sekilde binmemelerine,
carst pazara nasil gidip geleceklerine dair emirler ve yasaklar

6n plana ¢ikmaktadir.

Derlemede Osmanl tegkilat tarihiyle ilgili bircok emir ve ya-
saklar da bulunmaktadir. Bu yoniiyle de kaynak degeri olan
ve tek niishasi tespit edilen eserin yayimlanmasi uygun gortil-
mustiir. Zira giniimuzde de benzer sorunlarla karsiya olan bu
metropolii yonetenlere 151k tutacaginda siiphe yoktur. Keza Is-
tanbul’un iasesine dair hitkimlerin bulunmas: da mecmuaya

deger katan bir baska muhteva zenginligidir.

Bu calismamizi yaparken bircok kisiden yardim aldik. Kiy-
metli tashih ve uyarilarda bulunan basta editérimiz olmak
tizere hakemlere tegekkiirlerimizi sunariz. Bu arada ¢aliyma-
muzin itinah bir sekilde baskisini ve yayimim saglayan Tirkiye
Bilimler Akademisi Bagkani Prof. Dr. Muzaffer Seker’e ve

Foreword

During the Ottoman period, orders and prohibitions regard-
ing city life were issued from time to time by the sultans and
the authorized administrators. The place where these official
documents are located is the Ottoman archives. However,
some people have also collected such documents in one place.
The study presented here is about a compilation in the form
of a magazine that collects some orders given in the period of
Sultan Mahmud I and his successor Osman III. As a matter of
fact, it was recorded as “Emirname Magazine” in the library
catalogue. However, it was later named as Mingeat-1 Ttrki
by the Turkish Manuscripts Institution. However, since these
nomenclatures do not fully reflect the content, we deemed it
appropriate to name our work as “Written Orders Concern-
ing the Public Order of Istanbul and the Provinces”.

In fact, it can be seen that the work mainly includes orders
about the safety of Istanbul. However, the orders about the
countryside does not go unnoticed. As a result of the practices
carried out for the zoning and settlement of the city after the
conquest, there was a population explosion in Istanbul less
than a century ago. This time, some measures were tried to be

taken in order to decrease the population.

Meanwhile, the irregular migration in this metropolis with a cos-
mopolitan population structure dates back to the 16th century; it

was mentioned by many historians, especially Katib Celebi, and



notably a century later, but it could not be prevented. It has been
documented that big cities, especially Istanbul, are filled with
unemployed people who left both the Balkans and Anatolia and
left everything behind. In our magazine, it does not go unno-
ticed that these unemployed people receive numerous orders to
prevent them from entering the city at random. Because Sultan
Mahmud I, those who carried out the Patrona Halil Rebellion,
which dethroned III. Ahmed and paved the way for him, was
aware of the development of unemployed people.

The European style of life, which started between 1718 and
1730, called the Tulip Era, and continued thereafter, began to
spread in Istanbul, especially among women. It is noteworthy
that the magazine we are working on mostly contains orders
and prohibitions related to women. In short, orders and pro-
hibitions about not going out on Fridays and holidays, not
riding in cradles, swings and similar toys inappropriately, and
how to go to and come from the market come to the fore.

The compilation also includes many orders and prohibitions
related to the history of Ottoman organization. In this respect,
it was deemed appropriate to publish the work, which has
source value and a single copy of which was identified. There
is no doubt that it will shed light on those who govern this me-
tropolis, which still faces similar problems today. Likewise, the
existence of provisions regarding the subsistence of Istanbul is

another richness of content that gives value to the magazine.

We received help from many people while doing this work. We
would like to thank the referees, especially our editor, for their
valuable corrections and warnings. Meanwhile, we would also
like to express our gratitute to Prof. Dr. Muzaffer Seker, the
President of the Turkish Academy of Sciences, who ensured
the press and publish carefully our work and also to the em-
ployees of the institution who contributed.
